While every attempt has been made to give accurate measurements,
yardage requirements, and construction directions; this does not allow
personal variations in measuring, cutting, and or sewing. The enclosed
directions were used in the construction of the original quilt.

Directions

Trace (5) petal ‘B’ onto the paper side of the fusible web. Following
manufacturer’s directions, iron onto the wrong side of CX1065. Cut out.
Place on left side of CX4066 28 1/2"” square as shown. Machine applique
in place. Add 1/2 ‘D’ pattern in CX1492 Orchid, pattern ‘E’ in CX1492
Celery, and pattern '‘F’ in CX0482 to the center as shown using fusible
web. Machine applique in place.

Sew CX4067 28 1/2” piece to the top and bottom of the quilt. Sew
CX4067 30 1/2" piece to each side.

Sew CX4118 30 1/2" piece to the top and bottom of the quilt. Sew
CX4118 36 1/2" piece to each side.

Sew CX4067 36 1/2” piece to the top and bottom of the quilt. Sew
CX4067 38 1/2" piece to each side.

Sew CX4065 38 1/2” piece to the top and bottom of the quilt. Sew
CX4065 50 1/2" (pieced to get length) piece to each side.

Trace (17) petal ‘A’ onto fusible as in Step #1. Iron onto CX2593. In-
vert every other petal to fit on the fabric. Cut out. Arrange on the quilt
top as shown. Iron in place. Machine applique all edges to finish. Add
pattern ‘D’ in the center in the same manner. For dimensional petals
'C'. Trace (6) petals on the fusible web. Iron onto CX1492 Geranium.



Cut out. Iron petals with wrong sides together on remaining CX1492
Geranium. Cut out along raw edge. Machine satin stitch over raw edges
to finish each petal. Make (6) reversible petals. Machine satin stitch
each petal in place along dotted line to the quilt top. Add pattern ‘G’ in
CX1492 Celery to the center of the flower. Machine applique in place.

7. Layer backing, batting, and quilt top. Baste.
8. Quilt as desired - leaving dimensional petals unquilted.

9. Piece Jet Brown as needed for binding. Bind all edges to finish.
